Mrs. Hanson had received a visit from some
members of the Bequia Mission who were
delivering food hampers to seniors who were in
need. The people from the mission noticed the
house in which Mrs. Hanson was living was in

need of some significant repairdt was to this

request that we were trying to respond.

Christine Hanson is a Agarold widow who
lives high on the side of a mountain at the south
end of Bequia. She lives alone with no children
to offer her support and care. The house in
which shelives was built by her husband thirty
years ago and had succumbed to the three
decades of wind and rain. When we had visited
Mrs. Hanson the previous day we looked over
the situation and realized that the entire back
wall of the house needed to be repldas well

as half the front wall. Due to the rain and the
wind the walls had become rotten and a
patchwork of repairs made with wood and tin
was all that was sheltering her from the bad
weather. When it rained her bedroom was
dampened by the leaking foand walls. As we



walked into the bedroom the floor began to
creak and sag and we were afraid that it would
not be long before it gave way as well.
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Cﬁristine‘ Hanson
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Under the direction of Gerry Bird, the President
of the Canadian Bequia Mission,ewacquired
the necessary supplies and equipment to
undertake the repairs. When we arrived the first
day to begin work we cleared out her bedroom,
sending the rats scurrying for cover. Beneath
the bed was evidence that these visitors had
been in residenc®r a while. As we proceeded
to remove the exterior
through part of the bedroom floor to reveal the
presence of two large termite nests. Needless to
say there was much to be done!

For three days the small group of volunteers
worked to repair and paint the exterior walls and
partially recover the bedroom floor. In the heat
of the Bequian sun we worked diligently to do
what we could to make life just a little bit more
manageable for this woman. If time had
permitted we could havdone more. And yet
what we accomplished made a difference in her
i f e, as the following

URGENT HELP NEEDED:

The construction of our home for
underprivileged childreri St .
Nursery and Chil drenos
smoothly with all payments up to date. Low
and behold, we are unable to obtain our funds
from the Fnancial Agency CLICO (CLICO is a
Life Insurance Company with Investment
Facilities). Our funds have been placed with
this agency as we await the accumulation of
additional funds and the commencement of
construction. This agency has found itself in
financial difficulty. They are not able to pay
funds on maturity of deposits. We have been
trying for months now to obtain our funds in
order to continue construction and bring the first
phase of the project to completion, but with
little or no avail.

We arenow in a crisis with no more funds to
complete the home for the children. We do not
wish the construction to stop at this critical stage
where the project is significantly advanced. As
you are aware, the children are residing in a
makeshift house thaeéks when rain falls and

with other poor elements for a long time now
anxiously awaiting the construction of their new
home.

We are therefore earnestly appealing to you for
any additional assistance that can be given to us
at this time of need for theompletion of the
home for the children.

The approximate balance of funds needed for
this part of the construction is:

US $802,247.75 (EC $1,339,753.75). Thanks in
advance for the continued kindness and concern
for these many under privileged children who
depend on our love and care for survival.

Bequia Mission Recycling
Program: 2010 Update
by Kim Zippel

Acting locally and globally, the partnership
between the Bequia Mission and Think
Recyclé€ continues to provide funding at great
benefit to our environment. Sadly,
approximately 300 million printer cartridges and
500 million cell phones W enter North
American landfills this year alorfeThe average
decomposition time of these items is an
astonishing 1,000 yeafs!Diverting items that
can be reusedor recycled saves valuable
resources, prevents soil and  water
contamination, and minimizethe emission of
respiratory irritants and greenhouse gases to our
atmosphere. Further combating climate change,
for every 24 quality items that the Mission
colledsone tree is planted by Tree Canada.

Participation of the Mission in the Think
Recyclé program began in November 2008.
Since that time 216 printer cartridges and 92 cell
phones, 103.2 kg (227.5 Ibs), have been diverted
from the waste stream earning the Mission
$191.60 and the donation of 4 trees! We now
have an opportunity to collect digl cameras as
well as cell phones, inkjet and laser printer
cartridges. Think Recyctereports that 120
million new digital cameras are purchased
worldwide annually, but the average lifespan of
these devices is a scant 2 to 3 years.

In addition to cdecting recyclable items, we
can also earn funds through referrals. By
indicating our account number when a new
group registers, the Mission will be credited
10% in addition to the earnings of the referred
organization during their first year of
participaton.

Reverend Bernard A. Warren

No sooner had our Fall Newsletter gone to print
when we were saddened to leafrifee passing

of Reverend Bernard A. Warren, peacefully on
November 21 at the McMaster University
Medical Centre in Hamilton, in his 83 rd year.
Rev. Bernard and his wife, Dorla, first met and
became friends with Ron and June Armstrong in
t he e ar | when ltley Onihistered in
adjoining parishes in the west end of Toronto
and occasionally exchanged pulpits and
delivered a sermon in
the invitation of the Armstrongs, the Warrens
visited Bequia over a period of about six years
inthe 198006s, usudBimonthsst ayi
at a time.

loved) while she sang.

Throughout their period of involvement with the
Bequia Mission, the Warrens were also very
active in the Bezek Foundation, which Reuv.
Bern had founded in 1970. Bezek maintained
an interdenominational, Christian retreat in
Campbellville, to which people o@d come
singly or in groups to find hospility, renewal

of faith, counsding, and healing. Although
Bezek no longer owns the property on which the
retreat is located, the foundation continues to
serve through the publication of books and
articles writen by Reverend Warren.

In addition to Dorla, his loving wife of 57
years, Reverend Bernard is survived by his
daughter Cindy and her husband Jurgen, the late
Stephen (1988), Daniel and his wife Rosanne,
and three grandchildren. He is sorely missed by
his family and many friends.
